The community group that, on firgtbservation, not represented in the survey feedback was Intermeq
Schools.

On reflection of these findings it was determingtht, due to the nature of KiwiSport and the commun
understanding that funding is going to be made available, major issue 1. Lack of funding should n
been provided as a viable option. The survey did not provide any opportunity to further gatestwhere,
why or what issue lack of funding proposes.

Further evaluation of the structure of this question and the options provided highlights that it was the \
time to refer to fundamental movement skills in comparison with funding, coaching andpat. This ig
further supported later on in the survey when the feedback identified that fundamental movement
programmes available to parents, teacher and coaches is most important in assisting children tg
participating in sport (62.2% oféeback).

The lack of coaches (50%) is explained in greater detail within the additional comments sections of thg¢
and is not only recruitment of coaches but increasing the competency to deliver quality coaching expe
for Kiwi children.

It cameto no surprise that transport (41.7%) was highlighted due to the rural geographical makeup
Sport Wanganui community (Wanganui/Ruapehu/Rangitikei). On further investigation of the add
comments provided the transport issues are directly retate the lack of flexible competition optior
(20.6%).
